%ET Colleges. The reports submitted by the Inspection Commission were verified by the Scrutiny

After verification of the
29 inspection report, the Scrutiny Committee recommended to grant Continuation of Provisional
£8  Affiliation to the Colleges for the Year 2019-2020.

3. The whole matter was placed before the Governing Council. The Governing Council vide
papers read (2),(3)&(4) above has decided to grant Continuation of Provisional Affiliation to the
Pharmacy Colleges for the Academic year 2019-20 based on recommendations of Scrutiny
Committee, subject to receipt of renewal permission from AICTE and PCI.

4. All the Colleges have submitted renewal permission from AICTE and PCI for the Academic
Year 2019-20. As stipulated in Chapter XXI of First Statutes of the University the Colleges have
constituted College Council.

5. In some of the PCI approvals for the year 2019-20, it has been found that PCI has granted
extension of approval for the sanctioned intake of Pharmacy courses in the colleges during the year
2019-20 with an additional clause 'to inspect”. The matter was placed before GC and GC vide
decision read (5) above decided to grant Continuation of Provisional affiliation to such colleges for
the year 2019-20 subject to final approval from PCIL.

6. Now PCI has clarified that "the approval status of the colleges mentioned below uploaded in
PCI website shall be treated as approval of PCIL. The term "to inspect” or "also to inspect” is for the
purpose of further quality assurance and shall not be linked with the affiliation process of the
University to the colleges".
